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The Wizard of Oz cast, costumes and stage
settings were all impressive and amazing. The
Winkies (the marching monkeys), the Wicked

Other characters, like the
Cowardly Lion and the apple trees, made their
first appearances in the oak trees surrounding
the audience.

The Forest Theatre, founded in 1910, is an
enchanting outdoor amphitheater hidden in the
pine trees in Carmel. The Pacific Repertory
Theatre Company carries on a one-hundred-
year-old tradition by offering professional
productions every fall. The Wizard of Oz is a
fabulous play and was a perfect choice for
Pacific Valley School’s first field-trip of the year.

Students, staff, friends and family members
gathered on a moon-lit Friday night to enjoy the
unique version of “Oz” under the stars. They
brought blankets, pillows and picnic baskets to
the family oriented venue. Wood burning fires
were crackling on either side of the stage
(believe it or not, they have a permit). Originally,
there was no electricity to the theatre and fires
were one way to provide light on stage during
evening performances.

Back at school students were given writing
assignments about the play. One 4th grade
student wrote, “The Scarecrow didn’t need a
brain. He was already smart because he came
up with the plan to help Dorothy.” Others talked
about who their favorite characters were and
why. We highly recommend The Wizard of Oz at
Carmel’s outdoor Forest Theatre.
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Art teacher Dave Allan worked with students on a hand painted banner to “Give thanks and
appreciation to all of the firefighters and public safety officers who work so hard to protect our
community in Big Sur.” Dave is a master at creating banners with the students. Each student is
given one or more spaces to paint their own inspired artwork. When the mural is complete, it is like
a home-made quilt on paper, with soulful and heartfelt efforts all stitched together. Since last month,
the Chimney fire has been put out, however, the Soberanes Fire continues to burn into the record
books, becoming the 19th largest fire in California History. With recent high winds and record
breaking heat temperatures lately, the fire’s containment date has been postponed. Public
information officer John Amador has stated “...We appreciate the support that we have been
receiving from the residents in the area.” Many signs can be seen along roadways and posted on
buildings throughout Monterey County, offering a local gesture of support and gratitude.
